Rules of Engagement

Unless noted below, MARC will be played by all appropriate FIRST Rack 'N' Roll rules. While we will not hold formal inspections, we expect all robots to comply with all FIRST criteria for construction, size, and configuration. While we realize that some teams have modified their 'bots for post season operations, every attempt should be made to keep the robots in inspection condition for MARC. Head Referee will have the final say on all alleged infractions.

Autonomous Bonus: 10 bonus points will be awarded to the alliance for each keeper that is scored during the autonomous period. These keepers also follow all the rules set forth in the FIRST Rack ’N’ Roll rules.

Disqualification:  MARC recognizes the hard work and long hours that teams have invested in their robots. When a robot lowers its ramps in their “home zone”, that robot is defenseless.  If a robot intentionally rams a “home zone defenseless robot”, that robot will be disqualified for the match. If a robot is a repeat offender of this rule, they will be removed from the competition. This rule is used at the Head Referees discretion.
Penalty Points:  During the regular season, it has been well noted that there are teams out there that gladly accept penalty points to maintain a tie (0 – 0) in the score. We at MARC do not believe this type of strategy is a show of gracious professionalism. Therefore penalty points count towards the negative and if both alliances are at or below zero points, the alliance closest to zero wins the match.
